The Year 4 Multiplication Check (often referred to as the Year 4 Times Tables Check) is a key assessment administered in schools across England. 1. Overview of the Check:
· The check consists of 25 questions, which are based on multiplication facts from 2 × 2 up to 12 × 12.

· The check is typically administered in the summer term of Year 4 (in June), as part of the national assessment schedule.
