Y2 Parents information – Spring 2026
Dear Parents/Carers,
In Y2, we are looking to build on what we have already learnt so far. The children have settled in fantastically are always eager to learn lots of new things.

Spring term topics
Literacy:
Some children will be doing RWI phonics lessons where they learn daily sounds and consolidate this in various types of writing such as diary entries, letters and newspaper reports. Other children are now working on our “Ready, Steady, Write” programme. This is where we will analyse a book in depth and use ideas from it to create our own pieces of text. Currently we are looking at a book called “The Night Gardener” and we will be writing a setting narrative and a diary entry.




Maths:
Money, multiplication and division and mass, capacity and temperature. We also are making steady progress through Maths passports. Utilising Numbots, TTRS and also hit the button on the internet are extremely beneficial for your child to strengthen their number knowledge.

Science:
Living things and their habitats around the world and animals including humans. 

History/ Geography:
The history of flight and Why is our world wonderful?

RE:
Who is a Muslim and how do they live and Why is Easter important to Christians?

Computing:
Code a story

 Reading 
A gentle reminder about reading. Reading at home will alleviate some of the pressure within school and ensure your child has a wonderful, broad and varied vocabulary. We ask for a minimum of three home reads a week but children will benefit greatly and progress rapidly if they read for a short time each day. Please focus on lots of quality questioning and discussion as this will really help to develop and enhance your child’s comprehension skills which is a big focus in Y2. 

Homework
Spelling homework is sent home on a Monday and should be completed throughout the week. The children are tested on the spellings the following Monday and this is when the homework should be returned. 
In Maths, we ask that children utilise Numbots and TTRS. These are fantastic tools and can help your child to greatly increase their confidence and ability in Maths. As we are currently focusing on Multiplication and Division, we would advise that TTRS is used more than Numbots and that it would be good to focus on the 2, 5 and 10 times tables as they are a Y2 target. We advise that children should be aiming to complete approximately 10 minutes a week. 

Other:
